We are seeking expressions of interest from General Practitioners with a passion for improving cancer care to join our team. 
This role will work closely with SWAG Cancer Alliance GPs, Programme Managers, and ICBs on a range of projects to improve the earlier diagnosis of cancer through case finding of high-risk patients.
Case finding is an approach aimed at identifying patients who may have cancer or pre-cancerous conditions, often before they show any symptoms. It involves actively looking for cancer cases, especially among people who are at a higher risk. 
SWAG Cancer Alliance is currently participating in the national Pancreatic Cancer Case Finding pilot, which aims to diagnose Pancreatic cancers earlier through investigation of patients with new onset diabetes and unintentional weight loss. The successful candidate would be the clinical lead for this project. More detail on the pilot can be found here – 
https://www.pancreaticcancer.org.uk/wp-content/uploads/2024/11/Georginas-slides-Famiy-Risk-Checker-271124.pdf. 
The evidence to support case finding as a primary way to diagnose more cancers earlier is growing. At SWAG Cancer Alliance we plan to build on our work in this area and explore further case finding opportunities locally.
Key responsibilities for the role include:
· [bookmark: _Hlk140239281]Provide strategic clinical leadership to guide the Pancreatic Case Finding team in delivering high-quality, evidence-based care, ensuring alignment with clinical best practices and exercising sound clinical judgment where protocols require flexibility.
· Champion the case finding approach across Primary Care, influencing clinical and non-clinical peers to adopt innovative practices that support the Alliance’s strategic goals for early identification and intervention.
· Demonstrate a strong personal and professional commitment to advancing case finding as a transformative model for proactive, preventative care.
· Effectively lead cultural change by inspiring and engaging GPs and primary care teams, ensuring readiness and enthusiasm for adopting case finding within their daily practice.
· Engage inclusively with all stakeholders, listening actively, responding to concerns with empathy, and ensuring all voices are valued in shaping the approach to case finding.
· Work closely with other SWAG Clinical Leaders, including attending and participating in SWAG Clinical Leadership forums (twice yearly).

The post holder should be a fully qualified GP working in a practice in our geography of BNSSG, BSW, Somerset or Gloucestershire. The role is flexible but a commitment to attend SWAG meetings and occasional national meetings is required. 
This appointment is for 1 session per week at a rate of £260-325 per session until March 2026 (with the potential opportunity to extend).
